Dear Friends, 

 Once again you have shown your concern for the poor 

and those in need.  I thank you for your contributions last weekend 

for the victims of the earthquake in Haiti.  As we did last week we 

will be dedicating our parish tithe this weekend for the victims and 

are accepting any additional donations. (Checks should be made 

out to Catholic Relief Services with a notation Haiti.)  Thank you 

so much for your generous stewardship.

 This weekend we are having our Commitment Sunday 

for the Archdiocesan Campaign, Heritage of Faith - Vision of 

Hope.  We are deviating a bit from what is being suggested to us.  

I did not want to stop after the homily and pass out commitment 

cards and have everyone sign them and then collect them.  They 

tell me we would get a lot of pledges this way.  However, to me 

this is too much of a disruption in our prayer as a community.  I 

decided instead to have the cards available on tables at the 

entrance ways of the Villanova Church and in the gathering space 

at the Rosemont Chapel.  People will have the opportunity to fill 

out a card then, if they have not already made a pledge.  Some 

may have taken them with the intention to return them during the 

week or next week on January 31st.  The campaign officially will 

end in the parish on January 31st. 

 The consulting company thinks we will not be very 

successful doing the Commitment Sunday this way. I hope that we 

will prove them wrong.  We have a goal of $1, 350,000 and about 

72% has already been pledged.  I would love to make our goal and 

I know that we really need people to pledge as we wind down the 

campaign here at St. Thomas.  We will be successful if more 

parishioners can do whatever they can. 

 Our second reading from St. Paul's First Letter to the 

Corinthians and his image of the church as the body of Christ 

gives us the foundation for everything that I have just written.  We 

see the people of Haiti as our brothers and sisters in need and we 

respond by trying to help them.  We too are part of the 

Archdiocese and the needs that are presented  in the campaign are 

also our needs because we are part of the same body.  Maybe the 

line from St. Paul is truly appropriate: "If one part suffers, all the 

parts suffer with it; if one part is honored, all the parts share the 

joy." 

 On Monday evening, January 11th, Sr. Mary Scullion, 

R.S.M. spoke to about 175 people in our Rosemont auditorium.  

She is the Director of Project Home and has done so much to help 

the homeless in Philadelphia.  She is an extraordinary model for 

all of us.  I felt honored to have her here.  More so, she praised our 

parish for all the support and all the volunteers that  have helped 

the homeless throughout the years.  Her words were another 

reminder to me of the depth of peoples' faith here that enables 

them to continually reach out to others as Christ reached out to us.  

Thank you so much for all that you do here at St. Thomas and in 

the various outreach ministries we have.  I feel very fortunate to 

be with you as your pastor!!

(outskirts of  Abuja) in Nigeria.  These tee shirts will be a 
take-home gift after treatment.  Thanks to Barbara Gollin for 
her beautiful designs.  
     *  prepared 180 hygiene gift bags for children of the 
Lakota Indian Tribe in Eagle Butte, South Dakota.  Life is 
harsh on the reservation, especially in the winter, and our 
gift is practical and helpful.  Thanks to Dr. David Cochran, 
Dr. Tim Brosnan and Tanya Braithwaite for their donations 
of toothpaste, toothbrushes and dental floss. 
     *  decorated 250 note pad and pen gifts  for primary 
school children at St. Leo‘s School outside of Durban, 
South Africa.  The school serves impoverished Zulu 
children.  They have no books, no pencils and very little 
paper and one chalkboard per classroom.  We will give 
each child their very own pen and note pad.  Our children 
decorated beautiful bookmarks to insert in each note pad.   
     * dozens of beautiful prayers lined our prayer wall for the 
people of Haiti.  Our children sent warm wishes for a 
speedy recovery at the orphanage we have heard about 
and sent gifts to in prior years.  We were pleased to hear 
that all 180 orphans got our safely and we pray for their 
health and safety as they begin to rebuild. 
      *  Our parish responded to the Outreach trips with 75 
parishioners  going to the following agencies: 
Philabundance (packaged food for distribution); Candles to 
Crayons (sorted children‘s clothing and games); Our 
Brother‘s House  - Bethesda Project (served lunch to over 
200 men); Habitat for Humanity in Norristown (painted and 
spackled a house); and St. Francis Inn in Kensington 
(served the mid-day meal to hundreds).     
 
     We did have representatives from neighboring  parishes 
at the fair.  As in prior years we had all ages in attendance, 
from toddler to senior.  Every student group was there  - 
elementary school, middle school, high school and college.  
One of the things we noticed this year was how many of our 
younger students  - the elementary and middle school ones 
enthusiastically asked what more they could do.  There was 
a joy in the giving that seemed even stronger than in prior 
years.  We have reason to be proud of our young people.

 Thank you very much for your kind and thoughtful expression of appreciation that you recently sent to COL James 
MacMurtrie.  The items that you sent to Soldiers were very practical but more than that they were meaningful.  The personal 
hygiene items were exactly what soldiers need in this environment.  The snacks were also well received and appreciated.  
Everything was just right.  It will be well used.  All of the items showed that you put some careful thought into your gift.  It was 
very encouraging to receive such gifts of kindness. 
 I am currently serving as the senior chaplain in Afghanistan and also the pastor of the military chapel congregation 
here at our compound in Kabul.  I work among heroes every day.  It is a blessing to see the young people of America serving 
here to try to improve the life of the Afghan people.  Also, we are securing the freedom of Americans by reducing the safe 
havens for terrorists.  As you may remember the terrorists who attached America on 11 Sep 2001 were trained and 
supported by the terrorists‘ camps here in Afghanistan.  We have eliminated that threat and are working to train the Afghan 
Army and Police Force so that they may maintain their own security.

Dear Parishioners of St. Thomas: 
 I‘m writing to thank you for the extremely generous CARE packages you have prepared and sent to the service 
members of US Forces-Afghanistan Headquarters in Kabul.  Folks here are simply amazed at the unending stream of 
goodies, thoughtful items and cards full of well wishes.  The items you sent are distributed to the service members here at 
our HQ.  We have also taken the liberty of distributing some of the extra goodies to the local orphanage (home to 700 
orphan Afghan children) and local refugee camp (home to several dozen homeless families).  Thank you very much. 
 US Forces-Afghanistan is the senior US headquarters in Afghanistan.  General McChrystal is our commander but on 
a day to day basis we work for his deputy for support, Major General John Macdonald.  Our mission is to provide for the 
manning, training, funding, logistics and sustainment for all of the US forces in-country. We are deeply involved with the 
force flow planning for the new troops coming our way.  We are also tasked with expanding existing base camps or building 
new ones to accommodate incoming forces.  Our HQ also arranges for the equipping and sustaining of US forces here. The 
work isn‘t necessarily glamorous but  the 500 service members at our headquarters work long hours to accomplish our 
mission.  We look forward to helping the Afghans get back on their feet and bring peace and stability to their county.  
 Thank you again for your overwhelming show of support and love for all of the troops here in Kabul and around 
Afghanistan.
